“Mary.” She turned and said to him in Aramaic, “Rabboni!” (which means Teacher). ' Jesus said to
her, “Do not cling to me, for I have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to my brothers and say to
them, ‘T am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.”” '* Mary Magdalene
went and announced to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord”—and that he had said these things to her.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was
buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into
heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father [and
the Son], ¥ who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken
through the prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge
one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life
of the world to come. Amen.

T The phrase “and the Son” (Latin filioque) is not in the original Greek text. See the resolution of the College of Bishops
concerning the filioque in Documentary Foundations (The Book of Common Prayer 2019, page 768).

The People kneel.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had sinned
against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only Son into the
world for our salvation.

Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the
Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive this holy
sacrament, and be made one body with him, so that he may dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness
of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy
of your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the
Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and forever. Amen.
